HOUSING NEEDS SURVEY

All local authorities have a statutory duty to assess housing need within their
area and West Northamptonshire Council has a rolling review of parish areas,
based broadly on population and the last time a survey was carried out.
Naseby’s last survey was carried out in 2013 and is out of date.

Housing needs surveys help to identify current and future housing need at a
local level and look at whether the area needs market housing, affordable
housing or both.

The 2021 Naseby survey was carried in July and August and identified 5
households with a need over the next 5 years for affordable houses for rent
from a housing association or local authority. It also identified 9 households
which expressed a need for market housing.

The survey report on its own will not be used as a tool to develop housing,
but it could be used as an evidence base to underpin a planning application,
should one be submitted.
